The course runs from January
through April, and this is the second time Heritage
Interpretation has been offered at this campus.

"We offered this program the first and second time
because students were looking at the new cultural
centre as a possible future place of employment,”
says Yukon College instructor Patty Moore.

"They very much wanted to gain skills that might
present them with an opportunity to work there."

This year, the program focuses on building skills
to produce brochures and pamphlets for visitor
education opportunities. This includes courses in:

For exam-
ple, student Dora Kane Dunphy Lautamus leads
daily instruction in the Southern Tutchone lan-
guage.

The Class of 2010 includes students from the
Haines Junction, CAFN, Kluane and Tr'ondek
Hwech'in First Nations communities.

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This is a brief update on what has been completed
and what jobs are still on-going and some upcom-
ing tasks that the CAFN Northern Housing Trust
project will be tackling throughout the winter
months. Due to the timelines for the approved
funding from CMHC for RRAP (Residential Reha-
bilitation Assistance Program) and CEAP (Canada
Economic Action Plan), the NHT staff have as-
sisted the Housing department extensively with
these projects. The project has had a few mishaps
mainly due to availability of personnel or contrac-
tors, and it has been a learning project for mést o
the employees.

Completed:

* Smoke and carbon monoxide detectors in-
stalled in all units,

* updated home inspections for all units in all
CAFN communities,

* Employment Opportunities Program (EOP)
insulated rim joists and around windows and
electrical outlets in four units at Takhini,

* Excavated 10 CMHC houses in Haines Junc-
tion during spring/summer months due to base-
ment flooding from spring snow melt, each
basement was sprayed with foam insulation on
the exterior walls to foundation, and also the
lower part of interior basement walls and the
attics, the attics were also filled with blow in
cellulose insulation. replaced exterior attic
vents

» Before backfilling, we installed a weepingtile
around the foundation of each unit to ensure

adequate drainage of groundwater, and then the

weeping tile was connected to the home’s
drainage pipe

* New stairs and landings were then assembled
to put on the 10 units after the backfill was
completed. New stairs and landings were also
installed at several other units in all CAFN
communities due to wood rot and deteriora-
tion, painting new stairs, landings

2. That the pay of the Chief and Councillors be sub-
ject to modest increases as of April 1, 2010 ard th
changed each year to reflect the Cost of Livingeind
3. That there be financial penatlties for members efth
First Nations Council for unfounded absences from
meetings ofthe First Nations Council or the annual
General Assembly of the CAFN.

4. That severance allowances be put in place for
members of the First Nations Council who cease to
hold office.

That there be full annual disclosure to the citizeh

the CAFN of the pay, benefits andtravel expenges o
the Chief and each Councillor.
