Strategic Land Acquisition

Chief and Council approved a one-time allocation
of up to $250,000 for the purchase of strategic
lands by the Champagne Aishihik Community
Corporation.

This
motion is in support of a 2002 General Assembly
Resolution.

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Southern Tutchone Bi-Cultural Program:

CAFN and the Yukon Department of Education
are partnering to developSouthern Tutchone Bi
-Cultural Program at St. Elias Community
School in Haines Junction. This program will be
modeled after a Tlingit Bi-Cultural Program being
delivered at the Harbourview (public) school in
Juneau, Alaska. An ad-hoc committee made up of
representatives from CAFN and the Yukon De-
partment of Education have had the opportunity to
visit the program in Juneau to meet with program
teachers and staff. By all accounts, CAFN and
Yukon Education representatives have been im-
pressed with the success of this program.

A public information meeting, hosted by the St.
Elias School Council, was held in April of this
year. The pumpose of this meeting was to provide
background and general information to community
members. This meeting was well attended and,
thus far, the feedback has been positive.

This initiative falls under the recently signed
CAFN Intergovernmental Accord (2008 GA).

A Memorandum of Understandirfgr this project
will be signed off in the near future. A Steering
Committee is being appointed to oversee this pro-
ject and will be made up of representatives from
CAFN, the Yukon Department of Education, and
St. Elias School Council. Colleen Joe-Titus has
been assigned as the Program Implementation Co-
ordinator and will be working closely with the
Steering Committee, Education Director Suzzanne
Green and Sharon Shadow of the Yukon Depart-
ment of Education.

We anticipate the CAFN Southern Tutchone Bi-
Cultural Program to be ready for implementation
next school year (2009/10) at the St. Elias Com-
munity School in Haines Junction for all students
entering Kindergarten.

A follow-up Community Information Meeting is
tentatively scheduled for January 8 in Haines Junc-
tion (details to follow). We encourage you to at-
tend to find out more about this very exciting pro-
gram. For more information, please contact Col-
leen Joe-Titus at 633-8900.

What is bi-cultural or bi-lingual education?

Bi-cultural (and bi-lingual) education is about
learning in two languages and cultures. In our
case this would mean Southern Tutchone and
English. The benefit of this type of program is
that students learn the required curriculum at
the same time that they are learning about their
own language and culture. Research indicates
that this approach does improve academic per-
formance along with increasing student self-

esteem and pride of heritage.

The Tlingit Bi-Cultural Program

The Tlingit program began in 2000-2001 at the
Harbourview School in Juneau Alaska. This is
a public program, which means that it is opento
all students Kindergarten to Grade 5. Curricu-
lum and resource materials have been devel-
oped by Sealaska (a corporation owned and op-
erated by Tlingit, Haida and Tsimshian people
of Southeast Alaska) in collaboration with lan-
guage and cultural experts. These resources
have been provided for our use to assist in the
development of our very own Southern Tut-
chone materials. In addition, the Tlingit pro-
gram teachers and staff have extended them-
selves and have been more than willing to share
their experience and expertise. For this we say,

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The Champagne and Aishihik First Nations
(CAFN) Strategic Plan mandates the development
of a Harvest Support Program. This program will
provide support for hunting, fishing and trapping
activities of the CAFN citizens as a way of life.
It's a program that enhances and maintains the re-
lationship between First Nations and the lands It i
our intent through the Steering Committee to iden-
tify funding to develop a harvest/traditional aetiv
ity support program that will promote an active
traditional lifestyle such as trapping.

CAFN recognizes that most traplines are underuti-
lized as there is little to no incentive to actyvel
utilize traplines, due to generally low fur prices,
expensive equipment and maintenance, and
changed trapping standards that make most exist-
ing traps held by trappers obsolete and illegal.

In the interim, CAFN Chief and Council approved
this policy to provide assistances to acquire traps
for all CAFN citizens who are Registered Trap-
ping Concession (RTC) holders within our Tradi-
tional Territory or assistant trappers on CAFN
Category One traplines. The intent is to maintain a
fair and effective method of allocating traps to
trappers so they can continue to maintain their
family based harvesting traditions and strengthen-
ing ties to the land.

CAFN will be offering two procedures for RTC
holders or assistance trappers to purchase appro-
priate traps or CAFN will purchase an inventory of
traps for trapping season. Option one, CAFN pro-
vides a $500.00 Purchase Order (enough to pur-
chase up to 20 traps) to the individual to purchase
appropriate traps from the supplier. Option two,
CAFN will purchase an inventory of traps. Appli-
cants will sign an agreement to return the traps at
the end of the trapping season or agree to pay the
subsidized rate for unreturned traps.

Champagne and Aishihik FHrst Nations
Trap Assistance Policy

Policy Statement:

CAFN promotes the trapping industry and use of
CAFN traplines within our Traditional Territory
by assisting eligible trappers to acquire up tpsra
that meet the humane trapping standards.

CAFN citizens holding Registered Trapping Con-
cession and CAFN assistant trappers on Category
One Traplines are provided with a one time oppor-
tunity to purchase traps at a rate subsidized by
50%.

CAFN lends traps to CAFN citizens holding Reg-
istered Trapping Concessions or a CAFN assistant
trapper on a Category One Trapline

Reason for policy:

This policy provides assistance to acquire traps to
all CAFN citizens who are Registered Trapping
Concession holders within our Traditional Terri-
tory or assistant trappers on CAFN Category One
Traplines.

To maintain a fair and effective method of allocat-
ing traps to trappers so they can continue to main-
tain their family based harvesting traditions and
strengthening ties to the land.

Procedure:
Purchase:

CAFN provides Purchase Orders for up to
$500.00 to the individual to purchase appropriate
traps from the supplier.

The Purchase Orders are to subsidize 50% of the
cost of the traps.

CAFN will purchase an inventory of traps.
Applicants will sign an agreement to returnthe
traps at the end of the trapping season or agree to
pay the subsidized rate for unreturned traps.
